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6    NEW TREE PLANTATIONS  

All new tree plantations on the course defined by blue stakes is deemed           

to be ground under repair (G.U.R) from which play is prohibited.  
When a players is deemed to have entered such an area and is  

verified as doing so by all participating players in that group, the   

following rules shall apply:- 
 

a)      LOST BALL  

A new ball must be dropped on the line of entry without penalty ( one 

club length) and no nearer the hole (R&A Rule 27-1) 

 

b)      BALL FOUND  

The ball must be played from the nearest point of relief without penalty

(one club length) and no nearer the hole (R&A Rule 25ï 1C) 

 

7 TRACTOR TYPE MARKS  

A  ball  lying on a tractor tyre mark is deemed to be in Ground Under 

Repair.  Relief to be taken under Rule 25-1b. 
 
 

8 BUNKERS 

Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions. Rule 24-1 applies. 
 
 

9 HOLES ON GREEN NOT IN USE 

A ball coming to rest in a hole not in use must be picked out and placed 

within 6ò of that hole and not nearer the hole being played. 
 
 

10 The ditch to the right hand side of the 9th hole is to be 

treated as a lateral water hazard. 
 
 

11 All Members should, at all times, wear appropriate dress on 

the Course. Any Member inappropriately dressed will not be permitted 

to play in any Competition organised by the Club.

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SHORT HISTORY OF BARNSLEY GOLF CLUB  
 

The Club was founded in 1925. Before the 1939-45 war the 

course had 18 holes. However, during the war the 4th-12th holes 

were returned to agriculture. The course was restored to 18 

holes in 1951. A season ticket cost £2.2.0. in 1947 
 
The Clubhouse was very substandard with outside gents toilets  

and  extended to about a third of the present building.  The Golf 

Club was run by a óWines Committeeô  with  Barnsley Council 

running  the  bar.  Harold Gabbitas was Steward/Course Superin-

tendent. Next came Doug. Cooper as Steward/Course Superin-

tendent and Golf Pro. 

 

In 1970 Barnsley Council asked the óWines Committeeô to take 

on the running of the Clubhouse. A Club meeting was held in 

the Town Hall and it was decided that the Members would take 

full responsibility for the Clubhouse including paying the Stew-

ardôs wages. In 1971 a Club constitution was approved and the 

present Club was formed  with  Lance Littlefair  as President and 

Jack Wilson as Captain. Detailed negotiations took place con-

cerning  the  Clubôs  lease of the Clubhouse and the Stewardôs 

House.  As  part of the agreement the Club received a percent-

age of the Green and Season Ticket fees and all Season Ticket 

holders automatically became Club  Members.    The  excel-

lent   co-operation  at  that  time between the Council and Club 

is exemplified by two members of the Clubôs Committee joining 

the interview panel for the appointment of a Golf Professional 

ð Mike Melling. 
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24 DISSOLUTION  

If the number of Ordinary Members of the Club shall at any time fall 

below ten, or at any time the Club shall pass in General Meeting by a 

majority comprising two thirds or more of the Members present and 
entitled to vote, a resolution (in this Rule called óthe first resolutionô) of 

its intention to dissolve, the Committee or, failing them, the Trustees, 

shall take immediate steps to convert into money all the property of the 
Club, with any power, however, to postpone or delay the conversion of 

any  particular property if  the  Club  in  General Meeting shall so 

authorise. Out of the proceeds of such conversions, the Trustees shall 
discharge all debts and liabilities  of  the  Club,  including the expenses 

of such conversion, and any  balance  remaining in  their  hands  shall be 

disposed of by them as the Club in  General  Meeting shall resolve; and 
thereupon the Club shall for all purposes be dissolved.  

Provided that if the Club shall not, within six months after the date of 

the first resolution, resolve upon the disposition of any such balances, 
the same shall be divided equally between all persons who were Ordinary 

Members, not being students or under the age of 18 years,  who  were  

Members of  the  Club at  the date of the first resolution. Notices herein-
before provided shall be given to all Ordinary Members entitled to vote 

at such Meetings

Members   are   required   to  pay expenses  and  those of their visitors 
incurred  in  the  Clubhouse or on the green on the same day that such 

expenses are incurred. 
 
21 ADDRESSES OF MEMBERS 

Members  are  required  to inform the Secretary of any change of 
address. A list  of  the names and  addresses of all Members shall be 

available for inspection on the Club premises. 
 
22 MEMBERS BOUND BY RULES 
Every Member shall be furnished with a copy of the Rules and he or she 
shall be bound by and submit to the Rules of the Club. All matters not 

covered by Rule shall be decided by the Committee whose decision 

shall be final and binding on all Members.  

23 COMPLAINTS  

All  complaints shall  be made in writing to the Secretary who, if he 

shall be unable to deal with them, shall submit them to the Committee 
whose decision shall be final. Members shall not issue instructions 

relating to the running of the Club to a servant of the Club and in no 

instance shall a servant of the Club be reprimanded directly be a 
Member. 
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The Members set about raising funds to improve the Clubhouse. 

This, thanks to personal financial guarantees being given by 

members, was completed by 1977 with what is, essentially, the 

present Clubhouse. The whole cost of this work was borne by 

Members. 

 

In the late 1970ôs and 1980ôs golf became very popular. Up to 

1,000 people had season tickets and were thus members of the 

Club. 
 
1990 was the year of the boycott. This aroseð and lasted for 3 

monthsðbecause the Council increased the price of season  

tickets from  £135  to  £190  and  unilaterally decided to dis-

continue paying the Club the percentage of Green and Season 

Tickets. To cover this loss of income, the Club reluctantly 

changed its constitution so that Season Ticket Holders did not 

automatically become Club Members. The amended Constitu-

tion permitted anyone playing golf on the Course to apply for 

Club Membership on payment of an annual membership fee. 

 
 
The current situation is that the Council lease the Course, and 

have full responsibility for  the Limes Bar and clubhouse. 

 The Club is thus responsible for all its own golf competitions  

but has no control  over maintenance and upkeep of the Course. 

However, there is a Joint Golf Course Development Committee 

attended by representatives of  both the Club and Council at 

which Course maintenance matters are discussed. 
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Mike Melling resigned as professional at the beginning of 1998. 
The Club President represented the Club in the appointment of 
Shaun Wyke as the new Professional. 
 
In November 1998 the rent for the Clubhouse was determined 
following arbitration to be £6,500/year; the  Council had 
demanded £17,950.  
The current success of the Club is due to the hard work put in by 
all previous Club Members, Committee and officers.

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15 BYE-LAWS 

The Committee may from time to time make, vary and revoke Bye-laws 
(not inconsistent with these Rules) for the regulation of internal affairs 

of the Club and the conduct of Members, and Bye-laws for the time 

being shall be binding on all Members. 

16 EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY  

Neither the Club nor any Officer thereof shall be liable to any Member 

or guest of a Member for any loss or damage to any property occurring 
from whatever cause in or about the Club premises, nor for any injury 

sustained to any member of guest whilst on or entering or leaving the 

Club premises, and a notice to this effect shall at all times be displayed 
in a prominent position on the Club premises. 

17 TRUSTEES 

 i) There shall be two Trustees of the club who shall be appointed from 
time to time as necessary by the Club in General Meeting from among 

Ordinary Members (not being students or under the age of 18 years) 

who are willing to be appointed. A Trustee shall hold office during his
